The right to join public and Political life.
Introduction:

This video showing blind and partially sighted people participating in  public and political life, uses simply drawn animation and text on screen to illustrate the verbal message. 

Scene-by-scene description:

This simply drawn animation uses non-subject specific colours to illustrate the verbal message of the video. 
Next to the title of the video, in a white circle, two pink placards are crossed, on one, a tick, on the other, a cross. 
Over the words, this is a message, an envelope lands in the hand of a dark-haired male politician, standing next to a female local civil servant with curly orange hair and a female journalist with wavy blue hair and round glasses.

A young woman with long flowing black hair is at home, watching a political rally on television, where a female politician is debating with a male politician from an opposing party. A question mark relating to the male candidate, pops up above the young woman's head.   
To illustrate three ways in which citizens can influence politics, a young man goes to place his vote in a polling station, where posters of political candidates line a wall. A female citizen is invited to join a political party by a party activist and then she herself appears on a poster as a candidate. 
A poster appears next to hers, featuring a young blind man in a beanie and dark glasses, representing another party. He is the only blind or partially sighted candidate among all the other candidates. 
The right to participate in public and political life is illustrated by animated figures, including a wheelchair user and a blind person, standing in front of a government building. The figure 10.2 appears in the top left hand corner of the screen. This is the sustainable goal that promotes universal, social and political inclusion. 

A brown skinned hand picks out article 29 from a row of United Nations  convention folders on the rights of persons with disabilities. 

To illustrate those rights, a brown skinned and bearded blind man with dark curly hair, who uses a cane, is accompanied into a polling station and led to a curtained booth by the young woman with long flowing dark hair. 
She now stands at a booth studying a campaign leaflet for a female candidate who has low vision. The blind man standing nearby, is also offered the leaflet.   
The successful female candidate, now wears a head set and reading a braille document, raises her hand to vote at a political session, alongside her sighted colleagues. 

The bearded blind man reads from a braille document at a local government meeting where his sighted friend is typing up his observations on a computer.

Over the words, we need your help to make sure this right is upheld, the journalist interviews the politician.The young man in the beanie enters a polling station with his guide dog and the local civil servant pulls back the curtain of a polling booth, inviting him to place his vote. He makes his selection using a tactile voting device which is an example of appropriate materials and facilities. With the local civil servant standing by, he drops his voting slip through the slot of a transparent box set on a table in the centre of the polling station. The female politician with low vision talks to colleagues in their modern hi rise office and in her own office, she drafts a new bill, using a large print screen and keyboard.
At the request to share this video, a finger presses the forward arrow on a hand held device headed Right to join Public and Political life. In the final sequence, the young man in the beanie, with his guide dog at his side, makes a political speech at a lecturn, with a string of bunting above his head, representing the colours of his party. To the left of him, a boy holds a banner above his head showing a figure holding a cane. On the right hand side, a young girl with thick black curly hair holds up a banner. On it, the word Vote in large letters stands next to his party logo.
